William Billings and Spirituals

Neely Bruce

Boston composer, William Billings 
(1756-1800) has been named the "Father 
of New England Music".  Self-taught in 
composition, Billings drew on British 
models, such as Playford and English 
Renaissance music, to develop a stark, 
primitive style of vocal composition 
appropriate to the stern New England 
church. The harmonies are simple and 
open; the setting of texts (his own, and 
those of Isaac Watts and others) scrupulous 
and sometimes pictorial. Neely will share 
his love and knowledge of the music of 
William Billings, along with his love and 
knowledge of Spirituals, another rich 
source of American Music. 

Cost for the Day: $45 which includes the 
combined morning and afternoon sessions, 
two break-out sessions, and lunch served 
at St. John’s Episcopal Church, a short walk 
from the Chandler Music Hall.
One of the afternoon spaces is up a flight 
of stairs with no handicapped access.
